· Deadline for submitting the abstract of your presentation 
(summary and key words): 18th of June

· Approval and noti�cation: 25th of June

· Deadline for submitting �nal copy of report/presentation: 
1st of October

· Reports must be unpublished and written in Spanish or 
English,using Microsoft Word

· Length: 10-12 pages, including bibliography, imagery, 
charts, etc

· Reports must contain introduction, description of the 
method, conclusion, and bibliography

· Font and structure: Times New Roman 12 point for main 
body and 10 point for footnotes. Line spacing should be 1.5 
(except for titles and subtitles), and margins should be 2.5 
top/bottom/left/right

· Imagery (optional) should be on the document but it should 
also be sent separately in formal .jpg
